
SRDUG 2010 Annual Business Meeting Minutes
Monday, June 14, 2010
SRDUG Conference - San Antonio, Texas

Alan Lytle (President-SRDUG, 2010) from Temple College welcomed everyone to the SRDUG Annual Business Meeting for 2010.  

Alan started by recommending that each school represented at the meeting decide who would be voting should anything need to be voted on during the meeting.    He noted that during the 2009 annual meeting only 9 schools were represented.  There are 26 schools represented at this conference so hopefully they each had attendees at this 2010 annual meeting.

Copies of the minutes from the 2009 Annual Business Meeting were distributed.  Motion was made by Jasmine Parker of Texas Woman’s University to accept the minutes as presented.  It was seconded by Nita Wright of Temple College.  Motion passed.

Financial information was then presented by Jamie Templeton of Dallas County Community College District.  Jamie informed us that Datatel typically gives grants to all the RUGs for their conferences.  That amount was $2,000 in 2008, $2,000 in 2009 and would be $1,500 for 2010.  Francette Carnahan is who keeps up with the money for SRDUG and handles the account.  Jamie stated that we started the 2009 – 2010 year with $32,616.25.  Joe Olivares of DCCCD made a motion to accept the financials as presented.  Sulema Cabrera of Our Lady of the Lake University seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Next item on the agenda was discussing the changes to the constitution/bylaws.  Changes include changing name from THEDUG to SRDUG, the addition of all 5 states now included (Arkansas, Louisiana, Oklahoma, New Mexico and Texas) and the changes for the elected offices which are now executive chairman, executive vice chairman and secretary/ treasurer.  Brett Hawkins of Dallas Baptist University made a motion to accept the changes to the constitution as presented.  Beverly Roberts of McLennan Community College seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Francette Carnahan of Texas State Technical College then made a motion to rescind the previous constitution.   Rosendo Garcia of the University of Texas at Brownsville seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

It was then time to pick the executive committee for 2010 – 2011.  Jamie Templeton of DCCCD made a motion to nominate Billy Roessler from Tarrant County College District for the position of Executive Chairman.  Mary Robbins of Tarrant County College District seconded the motion.  After no further nominations were made, Francette Carnahan of Texas State Technical College made a motion to close the nominations.  Angie Gomez of Dallas County Community College District seconded the motion.  Voting showed Billy Roessler the new Executive Chairman.

Gayle Maxwell of Francis Tuttle Technology Center made a motion to nominate Terry Douglas of Francis Tuttle Technology Center for the position of Executive Vice Chairman.  David Perales of Trinity University seconded the motion.   Lucrecia Green from Dallas County Community College District made a motion to nominate Joe Olivares from Dallas County Community College District.  Nominations were closed.  Voting showed Terry Douglas the new Executive Vice Chairman.

Gary Mahagan of Dallas County Community College District made a motion to nominate Debbie Holthouse of Dallas County Community College District for the position of Secretary/Treasurer.  Georgia Lotz of Trinity University seconded the motion.  Nominations were closed.  Voting showed Debbie Holthouse the new Secretary/Treasurer.

Next up was other motions and business.  Billy Roessler stated that Oklahoma City would like to be host for the 2011 SRDUG Conference.  Terry Douglas stated that Francis Tuttle Technology Center would like to have it at a hotel and not their school in Oklahoma City.  She stated that they would help to organize the conference.  A lot of discussion was had regarding the Texas schools being able to attend a conference out of state especially with the budget cuts.  It was noted that the decision couldn’t be made during this meeting but would be made by the executive committee on when and where the 2011 conference would be held.  Francis Tuttle representatives will be talking to Billy about this possibility.

The question came up about whether Datatel pays a vendor registration fee for any of the conferences.  They do not.  That is what the Datatel grant is to cover.

After no more discussion, Jamie Templeton made a motion to close the meeting.  Don Hurst of McLennan Community College seconded the motion.  Motion passed.
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
